Reporting Period:	Within one month after the end of the evaluation license period, Company is required to provide NASA a final report documenting the results of the evaluation. The report must include Company’s intent with respect to commercializing Technology. If Company decides to continue commercialization efforts, Company must first apply and be granted a commercial license agreement before additional/continued commercialization activities can commence.
